Less Screen Time Means a Better Mind and Body for Kids
If you've ever wondered whether it's worth fighting with
your child over the amount of time they spend in front of
the TV, computer, or another screen, the answer,
according to recent studies, is a resounding "yes."
Reducing time with devices makes it possible for families
to spend more time together interacting and talking to
each other face-to-face.

Recently, | ncreasl ng
studies have shown that cutting down screen time can
also have a positive effect on kids physical, social, and S C R E E N
behavioral well-being, and it can even improve their

academic performance, Ti m e Of

How Screen Time Is Harmful

Research has shown that kids spend more time using
electronic media devices than they do on any other
activity—an average of 7 hours a day, according to the
American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP).1 Spending too
much time on screens has been linked to not getting
enough sleep, poor grades, and a greater risk of obesity.

The AAP and other child health advocates have urged
parents to limit screen time to no more than 1 hour a
day for kids ages 2 to 5. The AAP recommends that
parents avoid any screen time for babies and children
under 18 months.

Another problem with kids and too much screen time: As
children get older and spend more time using screens,

there is a measurable drop-off in the amount of aB
educational activities they engage in, according to a 2014
report by the Joan Ganz Cooney Center, a nonprofit
research group established by Sesame Workshop.

The Joan Ganz Cooney Center report is based on a
national survey of 1,577 parents of children ages 2 to
10.3 Researchers asked parents about their child’s use of
media, including TV, DVDs, video games, books, e-
readers, smartphones, tablets, and other mobile devices.
