Animals are amazing builders 

Home is very important for everyone- humans as well as animals. 

There are many  animals who put in great effort to make their  

homes which are beautiful and fascinating.  Let's learn about home 

of some of these animals:

1.  Nest of weaver bird: The weaver bird makes one of the most 

beautiful and intricate nests. The fibres of the nest are interlaced 

like weaves. The nest is very strong architecturally and is 

waterproof.  It has a doorway which is wide enough to allow the 

bird to go inside but small for the predators to come in. There is a 

special egg chamber inside the nest which hangs from the branch.

2. Web of spiders: The spider's web is made of silk which is made 

by special organs in the spider's abdomen. The silk is very strong 

but thin and light.  The design is such that it takes minimum silk 

and time to make the web. The shape of the web can be 

round,triangular, spherical, rectangular etc. The spider uses 

different kinds of silk to make different parts of the web.  

3. Sleeping platforms by Great apes: Great apes like chimpanzees 

make sleeping platforms to rest comfortably.  They use strong 

branches which have small leaves and interweave them together. 

They build several layers of their nest so as to protect them from 

rain.  The nest can support weight between 30-60 kg. The shape of 

the platform is such that it allows them to rest in a relaxed position. 

Thus, the homes of these animals protect them from all kinds of 

danger and gives their  young ones an opportunity to begin their 

adventures in life.
